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Changes to Clarksburg Elections

The New Year is always a time for change and
2024 will be no exception in the City of Clarks-
burg. One major set of changes that you should
be aware of are the changes to the city’s
elections. In 2019, the voters in Clarksburg
passed several new charter amendments, one of
which involved changing the dates of our munici-
pal elections to coincide with elections in the
county. One of the proposed benefits of moving
city elections from the first Tuesday in June to
the second Tuesday in May was to help increase
voter turnout in presidential election years.

This year’s municipal election will be held on
Tuesday, May 14th. As a result of the new
election date other dates and timelines have
changed, moving the initial filing dates for any
open seats to January 5th through January 27th
of this year.

In 2024 there are three City Council seats and
two Water Board seats up for election. In a
compromise to accommodate another of the
charter amendments passed by voters in 2019
that changes the city mayor to an elected
position in 2026, the City Council members elect-
ed in last year’s municipal election in June are
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serving a shortened one-year term and those
same three seats will be up again for election this
May.
